Stewardship Message—
Stewarding Our Gifts: Go in Peace Glorifying

the Lord By Your Life
August 6th The Transfiguration of the Lord
Dan 7:9-10,13-14 / 2 Pet 1: 16-19 / Mt 17: 1-9

Often we think of stewardship as something we do — an ac-
tion to be taken. Sometimes, however, stewardship involves
stopping long enough to look and listen. In today’s Gospel,
Peter is so overwhelmed by the vision he sees that he literal-
ly does not know what to do with himself. His suggestion to
build three tents is hospitable, but it is a very human re-
sponse to a supernatural event. Many of us would likely
have a similar response. Perhaps instead, we should simply
humble ourselves in the presence of the Lord and allow Him
to transform us. The Lord wants to reveal Himself to us and
through us, but first we must simply be still and receive Him.
