Is 35:4-7A / Jas 2:1-5 / Mk 7:31-37

James writes in his letter how generous of a gift faith is: In
James 2:5, he wrote: "Did not God choose those who are
poor in the world to be rich in faith and heirs of the king-
dom that he promised to those who love him2" Discipleship
does not have to be complicated, and it is not reserved for
the elite. In the Gospel today, we see proof of this in a
man whose ears and mouth are "opened" so that he can
hear and speak plainly.
