Third Sunday of Lent 
“Stewarding our Gifts:  Go in peace glorifying the Lord by 

your life.” 
We are halfway through Lent.  The Israelites are in the de-
sert.  They are lost, tired, and just so thirsty!!  They 
“grumbled” against Moses.  How quickly they forgot it was 
Moses who led them out of slavery.  We might feel this same 
way in our Lenten journey and life.  We may be grumbling 
about feeling lost, tired, and just so thirsty!  Like the Israel-
ites, and like the Samaritan woman at the well, we become 
ungrateful of the gifts we have.
